must be purchased separately with Windows but with Linux it is included and free. No updates are needed.  Brows-

ers on his system were Konqueror and Firefox, free downloadable programs.

There are many things to like about the disk cleanup utility in Windows Vista.  Itôs built into the operating system, 

it works, and itôs free.  Itôs also a tool that removes many potential problems such as corrupt files that may be caus-

ing difficulties or could cause computer ills in the future.  One of its minor shortcomings is that it doesnôt detect 

and eliminate wasteful duplicate files.  This is a very insignificant quibble as Microsoft never claimed it could do 

that in the first place.  That ability is an item on my wish list for the next version.  Overall itôs a very useful tool 

that everyone should be familiar with.
